Internet Acceptable Use Policy

The Internet provides pupils and staff with the opportunity to develop their knowledge and understanding of the world.  It facilitates access to a broad range of activities in a number of contexts.  The Internet is especially valuable in enabling children to take charge of their own learning and to work at an appropriate pace.  However, due to the volume and subject matter of information available online, it is necessary for school to monitor and restrict what users can and should have access to.  This Acceptable Use Policy (AUP) outlines the school’s procedures for appropriate internet use and applies to all users at all times.

The AUP applies to all users of ICT in school, including Governors, senior managers, teachers, teaching assistants, other adult members of staff, community users, parents and pupils.

Roles and Responsibilities
It is everybody’s responsibility to follow the procedures outlined in this policy.
· Although there are many safeguards in place to prevent access to inappropriate material, neither the school nor the Internet Service Provider (ISP) can guarantee 100% safety from inappropriate materials.
· The school is protected by a firewall provided by the City of York that blocks access to inappropriate materials.  If any unsuitable material is found to be accessible, it is possible to inform the ISP in order to get it blocked in the future.  At KS2, where children have access to in-school e-mail, there is a monitoring program that flags up inappropriate vocabulary.  During playtime, lunchtime and after school, children must have permission to use the internet, and must be supervised by a responsible adult during these times.
Internet access

· In accordance with the school’s Equal Opportunities policy, everyone will achieve appropriate equality of access, irrespective of race, gender, ability, religion, ethnic group or culture.
· KS1 have access to internal e-mail only.  KS2 pupils’ e-mail addresses cannot be accessed by outside groups or users, and are monitored in school by the management system.  They are encouraged to use the e-mail system in school in a positive and responsible manner.

· The source of all materials downloaded from the internet must be acknowledged.  Children are encouraged to use information as a basis for their own work.
· Users are aware that an electronic log is kept of the sites visited by each user.
· Personal floppy disks and memory sticks are virus checked before being used by the system.
· Users agree that they will not deliberately access unsuitable material.  If users access inappropriate content accidentally, they must inform a member of staff immediately, and the correct procedure for removing this access (as noted above) is followed.
· Sanctions for breaches of the AUP are in place, ultimately being dismissal for staff, exclusion for pupils and withdrawal of access for community users.  The police may also be notified of possession of certain types of unsuitable material.
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
